Integrating Safety into Agritourism

Visitors on the farm

As agritourism continues to grow in popularity,
implementing safety strategies to help maximize fun and
minimize liability is increasingly important.

Visitors on the farm can create challenges if they are
unfamiliar with the agricultural environment and the
hazards found there. In addition, visitors may not realize
how important it is to supervise children. Farmers who
invite visitors onto their farms need to ensure the safety
and health of their visitors, as well as their workers and
family.

Agritourism Health and Safety Guidelines for Children
were developed by the National Children’s Center for
Rural and Agricultural Health and Safety to give farm
owners the information necessary to reduce the risk of
ilness and injuries to children visiting their operations.
These resources contain information on a variety of
different agritourism activities, as well as topics pertinent
to all operations.

e $1.3 billion dollars of fresh, edible
agricultural products are sold
directly to consumers annually
