The Water Use
Program carries out the Michigan laws that support this cooperative management by assessing and permitting large
withdrawals, collecting annual water use data, and monitoring water levels and flows for impact from withdrawals.
The work of the Water Use Program provides the legal basis for the Great Lakes Compact to prohibit diversions of
